1 cup chopped pecans 

1 stick plus 2 tbsp. butter, melted 

¼ cup sugar 

1 box yellow cake mix 

Directions: Preheat oven to 350F. Butter a 9X13 baking dish.  Pour pineapple into baking 

dish.  Add 1 tbsp. butter to blueberries, stir to coat and add ½ cup sugar and stir.  Place 

blueberries uniformly over pineapple.  Sprinkle dry cake mix over top of blueberries.  Drizzle  

the melted stick of butter over the cake mix.  Add 1 tbsp. of melted butter to chopped 

pecans and stir in ¼ cup sugar.
